God has asked us to reflect His light and dispel the darkness.

It is a scientific fact that darkness and light cannot exist in the same
place. In fact, darkness is just the absence of light, so, if there is light,
there is no darkness. Shadow can exist as something blocks the light
but shadows are still impacted by it. Remember the last big solar
eclipse? Even if you were in the complete blackout zone, it was not
dark. For it to be truly dark, no light can exist....

When Jesus talks about the church he says that the gates of hell will
not be able to keep it out. This makes total sense because Jesus left us
here in his place. He is with us. He is light. We are light. Hell is
darkness, the absence of light, but when the light approaches it,
darkness flees. Hell cannot stand against the Light of life that shines
out of us.

Consider these three ways to bring Light to wherever you are.

1) Smile — There is nothing like a smile to lighten any space. A
genuine smile is an outward sign of inward joy, that joy that goes
beyond understanding. When you smile, others around you will smile
as well. It’s contagious!

2) Praise — Encouraging someone by telling them they are doing a
great job brings light into their life. It doesn’t matter if this person is a
friend or someone you haven’t previously met. It doesn’t matter what
their day has been like up to that moment. Your praise and
encouragement will make a difference.

3) Love — Sacrificing yourself [time, energy, resources] for
someone else, the love that Jesus demonstrated for us brings the most
powerful light into the world around you. Loving someone that way is
completely counter to the way the world operates on a day to day
basis. Sacrificial love is like a flash of lightning in the middle of the
darkness of the storm. As you pour yourself out for someone else, you
are being Jesus to them and there is no better way to represent him
than that!

Be the light in your world by living Jesus every day. Smile widely.
Praise lavishly. Love deeply.
